In addition to completing the course requirements listed in 

the table above, students who wish to graduate on the  

Distinguished Achievement Program must also earn 4  

advanced measures.  Advanced measures may be earned in 

combination of any of the following methods: 

¶ Original research and/or a project to be judged by a panel 

of professionals in the field that is the focus of the project 

or conducted under the direction of a mentor 

¶ A score of 3 or higher on a College Board Advanced 

Placement Exam 

¶ A score on the Junior PSAT that qualifies a student for 

recognition as a Commended Scholar or higher by the 

National Merit Scholarship Corporation, as part of the 

National Hispanic Scholar Program of the College Board; 

or as part of the National Achievement  

Scholarship Program 

¶ College dual credit or concurrent enrollment: Student 

must earn a grade of 3.0 or higher Articulated College 

Credit Program:  Students must complete the coherent 

sequence of technical courses (two or more courses for 

three or more credits) while in high school
